Dear Parents of current fourth grade students, 

 

To assist parents in purchasing school supplies for the 2009-2010 school years, the 5th grade 

team teachers listed the supplies they would like your child to bring to school.

All students receive a pen and pencil 

throughout the school year and colored pencils are provided to the classroom teachers.

This summer, please spend time with your child practicing their basic math facts and reading  

either a novel or magazines.  The time spent reviewing in math and reading will prepare your 

child for the transition back to academics.
